 We are excited to share the opportunity for your Y5/6 child to take part in Young Voices 2026, the 
largest school choir concert series in the world. The event which we have been invited to take part in is on 
Wednesday 25th February.  
 
Young Voices brings together thousands of children from schools across the country to perform in concerts 
at major arenas. It is an exciting experience where children can sing as part of a mass choir, accompanied 
by a live band, professional soloists and guest performers. If you would like to find out more about the 
event, please look at the Young Voices website! Participating in Young Voices is not only fun and inspiring, 
but also helps build confidence, teamwork, and a love of music. Children will rehearse regularly in school 
and learn a variety of exciting songs and dance moves, all leading up to the big event. Parents also have the 
option of buying tickets to attend the concert.  
 
We have secured 29 spaces to take children and will offer spaces to Year 5 and Year 6 on a first come first 
served basis. In order to secure a space, please fill in the expression of interest form on Reach More 
Parents, this will be available from 9:30 on Thursday 11th September. To secure a space, we also need a 
payment by Friday 26th September. There are 2 different payment options which can be selected: 
 
Option 1 - £10 - Young Voices concert, lunch at a restaurant (usually Pizza Hut), transport to the O2 
(parents to supply plain white t-shirt)  
 
Option 2 - £25 - Young Voices concert, lunch at a restaurant (usually Pizza Hut), transport to the O2, Young 
Voices t-shirt and torch 
 
If children sign up to the event, they will need to attend rehearsals to practice the songs – these will take 
place on Tuesday lunch times. Once children have signed up, we will share if they have gained a space and 
more information about adult tickets. Exact details of the day will be shared nearer the time, however, 
please be aware that we do not return to school until approximately 11pm and that children are required 
to attend school as normal the next day.
